Three Point Challenge

Each team will select ONE three point shooter from their squad and TWO rebounders. 

Round 1

Shooters will have 60 seconds to take a total of 25 shots - five from each designated spot; starting in the corner and moving around the arc. 

Rebounders are tasked with retrieving the balls for the shooter. Each court will have three balls to guarantee the shooter always has a ball. 

The top 4 teams with the most made shots (out of 25) will move on to the next round. 

Round 2

Same set up as round 1 with ONLY the top two teams moving on to the final round. 
Final Round

The same shooter/rebounder squad will compete in the final round (same shooter, same rebounders)

Shooters will have 60 seconds to score as many three point shots from anywhere outside the arc.
The shooter with the highest amount of three points made, wins. 

In the event of a tie, the individual with the most total shots made over the course of the 4 rounds will win.
